Opener:  Where do you see God working in your life right now?  What has God been teaching you this week?

1.  Read Matthew 6:9, Psalm 46:10, John 17:4-6.  What does it mean to “hallow the name of our Father.”  How did Jesus and the writer of the Psalms do this?  How can we “hallow” his name in our lives?

3. Reflect on God’s name being Jehovah Tsidkenu- God is my righteousness.  Read Genesis 15:6, Isaiah 32:17, Romans 1:17 & 3:22, I Corinthians 1:30, Titus 3:5.  How are we made righteous with God?  What impact does righteousness have on our souls?   How can this help you with your stress?    

4. Reflect on God’s name being Jehovah-Rophe-God is my healer.  Read Psalm 147:3, Luke 4:18-19.  As you think of your deepest hurt, ask the Lord to bring healing to you.  Please ask a trusted friend to agree in prayer for this hurt.  

5. Read I John 1:9, Proverbs 28:13, Psalm 32:5, Isaiah 43:25.  Spend some time with God and confessing your worst fault to God.  What do these verses teach us about the power of confession to God?  

II.  Read the following scripture: I John 1.  Read this passage and apply the S.O.A.P. study method. 
Scripture:  Read the passage three times with an open heart and ask the Lord Jesus to speak to you.
Observation:  Write down what you see in this passage.  Make as many observations as you can.
Application:  Write down how you will be different because of what you have just read.  Look for lessons to be learned, examples to be followed and promises to be enjoyed.  How is Jesus revealed?  
Prayer:  Write out a short prayer.
